REFORM MESSAGE FROM WAGNER
CHESTER (Mar. 31, 2010) – Continuing to travel to all 67 counties, Auditor General Jack Wagner participated in a forum this morning hosted by the Chester County Chamber of Business and Industry.  He talked about his proposal to reform state government, including his advocacy for a constitutional convention, reducing the size of the General Assembly, and bringing competition to the state contracting process, as well as the economic issues affecting the Commonwealth and its businesses.

Wagner unveiled his proposal to reform state government yesterday afternoon.  Joining him at the press conference and in his call to reform state government was another reformer, Northampton County District Attorney John Morganelli.  
Voters know that government is politically paralyzed and not serving people well or efficiently.  Structural reform is urgently needed.  It is essential to growing jobs and the state economy, while keeping taxes low.  Voters want competition, transparency, and accountability to improve government performance.
Tonight, Wagner will participate in a gubernatorial debate in Harrisburg sponsored by the Committee of Seventy, Common Cause, the League of Women Voters, and Harrisburg Area Community College.  The debate will focus on good government and many of the issues Jack has been hearing from concerned citizens as he travels across Pennsylvania.  The event will be broadcast live on PCN starting at 7:00 p.m.
