TRIO OF DISTRICT ATTORNEYS BACK JACK
Highlight Wagner's integrity, leadership, and proposals to structurally reform state government
HARRISBURG (Apr. 9, 2010) – Three District Attorneys from across Pennsylvania have joined forces in support of Auditor General Jack Wagner's gubernatorial campaign.  These distinguished District Attorneys see Jack as an advocate for structural reforms that would begin a systemic transformation of state government.
"I am privileged to endorse my friend, Jack Wagner, for Governor, as well as join him in support of his proposal to reform state government," said John Morganelli, Northampton County District Attorney.  "Jack is uniquely qualified to make good government reforms a reality.  I have seen his work as Auditor General in rooting out corruption and advocating measures that will ensure honest government.  He has a track record of integrity and proven results, and will be a reform Governor capable of overhauling bad systems to reduce bad outcomes."
"I believe that the voters of Westmoreland County know that I am committed to making our county a safer place to live and raise our families," said John Peck, Westmoreland County District Attorney.   "As Auditor General, Jack Wagner has shown that same kind of commitment to every Pennsylvania taxpayer.  He's always been a great friend of law enforcement, and we know that we can count on his integrity and leadership.  Those are two of the most important reasons that I back Jack for Governor."
"In these difficult economic times, we need a no-nonsense governor with a proven track record to reform state government and put Pennsylvania on the path to prosperity," said James P. Goodman, Schuylkill County District Attorney. "Jack Wagner is that proven leader.  He has the work ethic and plan to make Pennsylvania a better place for all of our families." 
"I am honored to have the support of these individuals who aggressively prosecute people who violate the law and steal public funds," said Wagner.  "I have worked with many of them throughout my career and look forward to continuing our partnership if I am fortunate to be elected Governor."  
As Auditor General, Wagner works with federal, state, and local prosecutors to uncover waste, fraud, and abuse of tax dollars.  The prosecutors have secured convictions as a result of this information.  
For example, the Crawford County District Attorney asked for the Department of the Auditor General's assistance in a case involving the administrator of a personal care home.  Together, they were able to prove that she stole $850,000 from the home and its residents, which led to her conviction of embezzlement and her sentence to 10 to 25 years in state prison.

Recently, the Delaware County District Attorney charged the treasurer of a volunteer firefighters' relief association with stealing $12,000, based on the work of Wagner's auditors and investigators.

In June 2009, based in part on information uncovered by the Department of the Auditor General, the Philadelphia District Attorney charged 18 people – including 16 city and state employees - with stealing more than $500,000 of Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program (LIHEAP) funds and related crimes.
On March 30th, Wagner delivered his Proposal to Reform State Government.  The proposal is available on his campaign website, www.jackwagner.org/vision, and contains the following reforms:
Hold a constitutional convention to empower citizens to bring fundamental reforms to state government
Reduce the size of the General Assembly by 1/3
Eliminate bonuses in state government
Pass state budgets on time
Enact campaign finance reform and end pay to play
"Structural reform of the systemic problems in state government will ensure that Pennsylvania gets back on track to serving the citizens of this great Commonwealth," Wagner said.  "Reform is essential to growing jobs and the state economy, while keeping taxes low.  Voters want competition, transparency, and accountability to improve government performance." 
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
