Wagner talks about federal health care reform
Pennsylvanians had the new health care law on their minds and asked Jack about it during his campaign stops this week.  Here are some of the highlights of his responses to voters' questions.

"Health care reform wasn't on Auditor General Jack Wagner's agenda when he brought his campaign for governor to the United Auto Workers Local 667 union hall in Allentown on Wednesday afternoon.

But it was on Beverly Saylor's mind.  After Wagner wrapped up his stump speech, the 2001 Mack Trucks retiree from Whitehall Township asked the Democrat what he thought of Republican Attorney General 
Tom Corbett's decision to join a lawsuit seeking to invalidate the federal health reform legislation signed into law Tuesday by President Barack Obama.

'I personally think in many ways it is detrimental to Pennsylvania,' Wagner answered.

Wagner didn't rip into Corbett, who is also running for governor, but he made it clear he thinks trying to derail health reform is a bad idea.

'We just had national health care legislation passed and signed,' 
Wagner said.  'There are 45 million Americans without health care.  Is it a good idea to insure those who are uninsured?  Yes, there is no doubt 
in my mind, because those who are uninsured are going to emergency rooms and in essence it is increasing the cost for all Americans.'

He said the lawsuit is also damaging because it 'sends a very negative message to Washington about a reform that is as significant as Social Security or the G.I. Bill,' earning a round of applause from the crowd of about 100 people."
From the Pittsburgh Post-Gazette's Early Returns (3/23/10):

Jack supports the federal health care package because it will provide health insurance to an additional 1.3 million Pennsylvanians and will also provide a protective mechanism to those who are vulnerable to losing health care and to college students and young people who still 
live at home.

The challenge for the next Governor is to reform the structure of Pennsylvania's existing health care system and integrate the proposed federal regulations as efficiently and effectively as possible.  As Governor, one of Jack's top priorities would be to reform Medicaid, which has an error rate that costs taxpayers at least $300 million per year.
