HARRISBURG (May 4, 2010) – The Honorable Tim Holden, United States Congressman (Pennsylvania, 17th District), has announced his endorsement of Auditor General Jack Wagner in the 2010 Governor's race.

Wagner is a decorated Vietnam War combat veteran of the U.S. Marine Corps, former member and president of the Pittsburgh City Council, and former state senator representing Allegheny County.  Between the time of his military service and his service as an elected public official, Wagner worked his way through college on the GI Bill and as a paramedic, followed by six years working as a Certified Safety Professional helping to ensure that businesses provide safe work environments for their employees.
