PITTSBURGH (May 12, 2010) – The Political Action Committee of Iron Workers Local Union No. 3 has announced its endorsement of Auditor General Jack Wagner in his candidacy for Governor.  The Local represents workers in 24 counties: Allegheny, Armstrong, Beaver, Blair, Butler, Cambria, Cameron, Centre, Clarion, Clearfield, Clinton, Crawford, Elk, Erie, Fayette, Forest, Greene, Indiana, Jefferson, McKean, Potter, Warren, Washington, and Westmoreland. 
"Jack Wagner has kept the interests of working men and women at heart throughout his entire career," said Mark Thomas, Business Manager of the Local.  "His track record clearly makes him the best candidate for Governor."
"It is a real honor and privilege to have the support of the hard-working men and women in Iron Workers Local Union No. 3," said Wagner.  "I look forward to working with them and hearing their ideas If I am fortunate to be elected Governor."
Wagner has a strong history of union involvement.  After graduating from high school, he worked at Duquesne Light Company as a meter reader, draftsman, and payroll clerk, and was a member of the International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers.  He remains an honorary member of the union today.

As Governor, Auditor General Wagner will create jobs for Pennsylvanians through smart investments in infrastructure and maximizing the Commonwealth's new Marcellus Shale energy resources in an environmentally responsible manner.  "With Pennsylvania continuing to experience job losses, state government must focus on putting our citizens back to work," Wagner said. "The Commonwealth's infrastructure has fallen behind; however, this provides a magnificent opportunity to employee Pennsylvanians in rebuilding the 'Keystone State.'  Smart public investment in infrastructure can create tens of thousands of jobs.  We must make sure we pick the right projects and use the available resources wisely." 

Wagner, twice elected with bipartisan support as the state’s independent fiscal watchdog, received record-breaking vote totals in his re-election in 2008.  As a gubernatorial candidate, Wagner keeps earning endorsements nearly every day from newspapers, elected officials, party leaders, county committees, labor groups, and organizations that want to bring fundamental reform and fiscal responsibility to state government. Wagner is a decorated Vietnam War combat veteran of the U.S. Marine Corps, former member and president of the Pittsburgh City Council, and former state senator representing Allegheny County.  Between the time of his military service and his service as an elected public official, Wagner worked his way through college on the GI Bill and as a paramedic, followed by six years working as a Certified Safety Professional helping to ensure that businesses provide safe work environments for their employees.
