"We back Jack," says animal advocacy group.
LANCASTER (Apr. 19, 2010) – Auditor General Jack Wagner, Democratic candidate for Governor, held a press conference on Saturday in collaboration with Laurie Fuller, Statewide Director of the Pennsylvania League of Humane Voters to promote their work and accept their endorsement.  The press conference, held at Musser Park in Lancaster, was attended by animal lovers and their pets from across Pennsylvania.

In their press release, LOHV said:

"The Pennsylvania chapter’s endorsement is based on Jack Wagner’s love for animals and his respect for our work. We also appreciate his support for several of our key issues, including continued enforcement and strengthening of Pennsylvania’s laws to end the abuse of dogs in puppy mills, banning the use of the gas chamber to kill animals, ending caged animal shoots, and passing dog tethering legislation.  We look forward 
to working with Jack Wagner as Governor to see that the progress Pennsylvania has made in its legal protection for animals continues."

"We couldn't ask for much more in a candidate, but we got it," Fuller said.  "Jack was eager to meet with us and open to discussing our goals.  He asked questions, did research, asked more questions, and then put his support of our goals in writing.  We are proud, therefore, to endorse and pledge our support across the state."



Wagner voiced his support for LOHV's successes won thus far to protect animals in Pennsylvania and promoted pending legislation to enhance those efforts.  "The Pennsylvania League of Humane Voters has already done a terrific job advocating for 'The Dog Law' and laws to prevent puppy millers from performing medical procedures on animals without a veterinarian," Wagner said.  "If I am fortunate to be elected Governor, the LOHV and animal enthusiasts will have a friend in the Governor's Office who will work to strengthen those laws and move Pennsylvania toward far greater protections for animals."
Wagner also pledged to work with the League to appoint representatives to the Canine Health Board from the advocacy realm and small, private veterinarians whose top priorities are animal well-being.  His two dogs, Maxi and Baby, were thrilled when they learned about the endorsement.

Pennsylvania is one of only two states with multiple League of Humane Voters chapters.  LOHV's support is a statewide endorsement, representing the Central PA, Greater Philadelphia, Lehigh Valley, and Western PA chapters, and their members across Pennsylvania.  The League of Humane Voters is a national organization, with chapters across the country.  They work to educate voters; create, unite, and strengthen local political action committees that work to enact animal-friendly legislation; and elect candidates for public office who will use their votes and influence for animal protection.
