WAGNER VISITS NORTHEASTERN PENNSYLVANIA
SCRANTON (May 11, 2010) – Continuing to travel to all 67 counties, Auditor General Jack Wagner, Democratic candidate for Governor, spent this morning in Lackawanna County before traveling to Philadelphia this afternoon.   
Among his stops was a visit to the Gino J. Merli Veterans' Center in Scranton.  The 200-bed facility provides a broad spectrum of health care and related services to those Commonwealth veterans and their eligible spouses who are disabled, chronically ill, or in need of specialized care.
"Pennsylvania has 1.3 million veterans who have put their lives on the line to protect the freedoms of our great nation and Commonwealth," Wagner said.  "The next Governor has a clear responsibility to fight for these brave men and women.  I have fought for them throughout my career and I will fight for them even harder as Governor."
Wagner is a proud veteran of the U.S. Marine Corps.  He received the Purple Heart and numerous other military commendations for his infantry service during the Vietnam War.  He was granted a medical discharge after being wounded in combat.
In addition, Wagner will be touring the Lackawanna County Courthouse with Evie Rafalko-McNulty, Lackawanna County Recorder of Deeds.
Tonight, Wagner will be in Philadelphia to participate in the Urban League of Philadelphia's gubernatorial candidates' forum at 7:00 p.m.  The forum is being held in conjunction with the Comcast Corporation, Radio One Philadelphia, the Philadelphia Association of Black Journalists, and the African American Chamber of Commerce.  It will be broadcast live on PCN.
