***Powerful proposal to reform state government – On Tuesday, Jack held a press conference to unveil his proposal to reform state government and discuss long overdue structural reforms that he has heard about from concerned citizens across Pennsylvania. ***Continuing to listen to citizens – Jack was a guest on PCN's Call-In program this week.  Click here to watch the show and his take on many important issues that are on voters' minds.

***Visiting counties in SEPA – Jack made several stops in southeastern Pennsylvania this week:  
On Sunday, he spoke about higher education and infrastructure at the Chester County Democratic Committee's Spring Dinner.  
On Tuesday, Jack used his experience as a commissioner of the Delaware River Port Authority to lead a gubernatorial debate about the future of the Philadelphia/South Jersey ports. He voted years ago to support the deepening of the Delaware River so that more ships - and therefore more economic opportunity - can come to the region.
On Wednesday, he participated in a forum hosted by the Chester County Chamber of Business and Industry.  Jack talked about his proposal to reform state government, including his advocacy for a constitutional convention, reducing the size of the General Assembly, and bringing competition to the state contracting process, as well as the economic issues affecting the Commonwealth and its businesses.

***Promoting good government - One day after Jack issued his detailed plan to reform state government, he participated in his fifteenth gubernatorial forum.  This one focused on that same subject and was hosted by the League of Women Voters, Common Cause, and Committee of Seventy at the Harrisburg Area Community College.  PCN will replay the debate on Tuesday, April 6th at 7:25 a.m. 

***To our friends with Blue Ridge Cable – Jack taped an interview for Blue Ridge Cable's "Your Local Government" show on Channel 11.  Blue Ridge Cable covers Lackawanna, Lancaster, Luzerne, Monroe, and Berks Counties.  During the interview, Jack discussed state budgets, Pennsylvania's business climate, and pension obligations.
***Listening to small business owners – Jack participated in a tele-town hall meeting with the National Federation of Independent Business.  Among the topics discussed were energy, infrastructure, and business taxes, as well as Jack's audits of DPW's Medicaid program and DCED's Opportunity Grant Program.
***Meeting with labor and veterans – On Thursday, Jack traveled to Erie and Lawrence Counties.  In Erie, he met with the Great Lakes Building Trades Council.  In Lawrence County, he talked with veterans about the important issues facing more than one million veterans in Pennsylvania.

***Did you know? - The financial arms of volunteer fire departments are among the 5,000 audits that Jack conducts each year.  He also distributes over $60 million in state funds to them annually. ***Earning labor support - The Beaver-Lawrence Central Labor Council announced its recommendation for consideration of endorsement of Auditor General Jack Wagner by the Pennsylvania AFL-CIO in the May 2010 primary election.
