WAGNER TO CAMPAIGN IN WESTERN PENNSYLVANIA ON SATURDAY
Coming down the home stretch and continuing to build momentum, Auditor General Jack Wagner, Democratic candidate for Governor, will be campaigning on Saturday, May 15, 2010 in western Pennsylvania. 9:00 a.m. – Wagner will speak at the Cambria County Democratic Committee's breakfast.  The breakfast will be held at Holy Name Church, located at 215 W Horner St in Ebensburg.  Wagner has been endorsed by Helen Whiteford (Chair) and the Cambria County Democratic Committee, County Controller Ed Cernic, Jr., and County Treasurer Barb Kline.
11:30 a.m. – Wagner will be in Fayette County for a "Back Jack" rally.  The rally will be held at the Ivory Ballroom, located at 64 W Peter St in Uniontown.  Wagner will be joined by State Senator Rich Kasunic, State Representatives Tim Mahoney and Deberah Kula, Uniontown Mayor Ed Fike, and United Mine Workers District 3 President Ed Yankovich.  
"We are energized in this final weekend before Primary Election Day," Wagner said.  "I am looking forward to meeting with citizens from many communities on Saturday and listening to what they have to say.  Please come out and join me at these events."
Wagner, twice elected with bipartisan support as the state’s independent fiscal watchdog, received record-breaking vote totals in his re-election in 2008.  As a gubernatorial candidate, Wagner keeps earning endorsements nearly every day from newspapers, elected officials, party leaders, county committees, labor groups, and organizations that want to bring fundamental reform and fiscal responsibility to state government.
